EMERGENCY COMMUNICATIONS

Public Service is alive and well in Arizona. The good news is we don’t have disasters in Arizona. We do
have a few localized Emergency Operations, like supporting search and rescue operations and such, but we do
have scheduled disasters; they are called Public Service Events and Drills. Last year in 2011, hams in Arizona
reported 5138 hours in support of Drills, 656 hours in Emergency Operations and 4758 hours supporting Public
Service Events. In total, 641 hams volunteered 10,552 hours last year to support the public. Are you one of
them? If you are, thank you for your support and please continue the great effort in keeping Amateur Radio in
the forefront. If you aren’t one of them yet, contact your local ARES District Emergency Coordinator or
Emergency Coordinator to see how you can get involved and practice your skills. You can find your local
contact either through your local ham club or www.az-arrl.org/web/AzAresOrg.htm.
